Course Outline:
Learn how to design and 3D print personalised items!

The workshop will begin with the tutor showing the basics of the Tinkercad software. Participants will then be shown step by step in how to build a design.  

Once the design process is complete and everyone is happy with their designs, they will then progress onto how to export the model onto a 3D print software. They are then shown the standard set up and layout of how to set up a model in the software.

When this process is completed the tutor will set off the printer with his design loaded onto it.  This will allow the participants to see how the model is being produced on the printer.
At the end the tutor will give out little 3D prints that can be taken home to remember their day and the participants will be asked to send their designs to the tutor so that he can turn them into physical objects and the participants will be able to collect their designs a few days later.
