Course Outline: 

Everyone has a story to tell - but how do you find the best way to tell it? Join award-winning 
playwright and creative writing tutor Katy Walker to find out in this series of workshops 
designed to get your creative juices flowing.  

Over four sessions we’ll look at a variety of genres and styles, from short stories to poetry, 
scriptwriting to planning a novel. Workshops are practical, covering topics such as ideas, 
structure, rewriting, dialogue and the dreaded writers’ block, with a range of exercises to 
inspire, encourage and build confidence. As well as looking at published writing, participants 
will be encouraged to share their own work in a supportive, friendly environment.  

Although designed as a series, the workshops can be taken individually, and are suitable for all 
levels of experience. 

 

Aims and objectives: 

Each session will get you writing straight away using a variety of prompts. We will look at 
examples of published writing from a variety of sources and genres, and there will be an 
opportunity in each session for a sustained piece of writing, followed by discussion and 
feedback.  Students may, if they wish, bring a short piece of writing (a poem, a scene from a 
play, a chapter and synopsis) to the class for feedback from the tutor and the group. (Exact 
content may vary depending on the needs of each group)
